NOTES TO APPLICANTS

Placement outline
The ATS Boot Camp course is an intensive programme that brings together early career international respiratory medical trainees. 
The course aims to develop trainee skills and knowledge in areas such as bronchoscopy, mechanical ventilation, airway management, and ultrasound, as well as developing approaches to common pulmonary and ICU problems.
The course runs for the 2 days prior to the main ATS conference (in San Diego) and employs a mix of hands-on skills training and simulation-based modalities, complemented by didactic teaching and small group discussion.

Eligibility criteria
All applicants will need to be a member of BTS.
Applicants need to be in a respiratory training post in May 2024 (ST5 or below).
This is not open to those in the final 18 months of their training programme.
We welcome applications from all those interested, but we expect that this opportunity will be of most benefit to trainees who are interested in medical education and who can show a commitment to this in their application. 

Placement details
BTS will support one trainee to attend the 2-day ATS Boot Camp, plus attendance at the ATS Congress.
BTS will provide the following:
· Flights to and from the UK to ATS. 
· Transfers to and from the airport and ATS venue.
· Accommodation for the duration of the Boot Camp and Congress.
· Daily subsistence.
The successful applicant will be expected to:
· Be available to travel to the US on the dates specified (for both the Boot Camp and ATS Congress).
· Have gained prior support for their application from their Trust/education supervisor.
· Provide BTS Head Office with all relevant information to facilitate travel arrangements.
· Produce a written report (using a BTS template) following successful completion of the placement and attend a meeting of the BTS Education and Training Committee to discuss the placement.

How to apply
All applicants need to complete the application form and return this to BTS Head Office by the closing date. Due to the tight timescales involved, no late applications will be considered.
Applications must be received by 5pm 6 November 2023.
